WHAT IS ROTAVIRUS ?

º Rotavirus is a virus that infects the bowels. It is the most common cause 

of severe diarrhea among infants and children throughout the world. 

Almost all children have become infected with rotavirus by their third 

birthday. Repeat infections with different viral strains are possible, and 

most children have several episodes of rotavirus infection in the first 

years of life. After several infections with different strains of the virus, 

children acquire immunity to rotavirus. Children between the ages of six 

and 24 months are at greatest risk for developing severe disease from 

rotavirus infection. How is rotavirus spread?

º Rotavirus infection is highly contagious. The primary mode of 

transmission of rotavirus is the passage of the virus in stool to the mouth 

of another child. This is known as a fecal -oral route of transmission. 

Children can transmit the virus when they forget to wash their hands 

after using the toilet or before eating. Touching a surface that has been 

contaminated with rotavirus and then touching the mouth area can result 

in infection.
